H.R. 2790, as amended
Establish Position of Director of Physician Assistant Services
Title:  To amend title 38, United States Code, to establish the position of Director of Physician Assistant Services within the office of the Under Secretary of Veterans Affairs for Health.

Mr. Hare of Illinois introduced H.R. 2790 on June 20, 2007
H.R. 2790, as amended, would:

1. Establish the Director of Physician Assistant Services

2. Require that the Director of Physician Assistant Services serve in a full-time capacity at the Central Office of the Department.
3. Establishe the position 120 days after the date of the enactment of this act.

Effective Date:  120 days after enactment
Cost:  CBO estimates that implementing the bill would cost less than $500,000 over the 2009-2013 period, assuming availability of the estimated amounts.  Enacting the bill would have no effect on direct spending or revenues.
