H.R. 3819
Veterans Emergency Care Fairness Act of 2007

Title:  To amend title 38, United States Code, to require the Secretary of Veterans Affairs to reimburse veterans receiving emergency treatment in non-Department of Veterans Affairs facilities for such treatment until such veterans are transferred to Department facilities, and for other purposes.

Mr. Space of Ohio introduced H.R. 3819 on October 10, 2007

H.R. 3819 would:

1. Reimburse veterans who receive emergency treatment in non-VA facilities until the time when the veteran can be safely transferred to a VA facility and the VA agrees to take the transfer.

2. Reimburse certain veterans with a service-connected disability or a non-service-connected disability associated with or aggravating a service-connected disability for the value of emergency treatment for which such veterans have made payment from sources other than the VA.

Effective Date:  Date of enactment
Cost:  CBO estimates that implementing the bill would cost $323 million over the 2009-2013 period, assuming appropriation of the estimated amounts.  Enacting the bill would not affect direct spending or revenues.
