The Guard and Reserves Are Fighting Too Act of 2008

Title:  To amend title 38, United States Code, to recodify as part of that title chapter 1607 of title 10, United States Code.

Mr. Filner of California introduced H.R. 4889 on December 19, 2007

H.R. 4889, as amended, would:
1. Revises the amount of assistance available for licensing or certification tests.

2. Include under recently passed legislation, Chapter 1607 recipients a 10-year readjustment period to use their earned educational entitlement after separating from the Selected Reserve.  

3. Allow Guard and Reserve members with multiple deployments totaling 3 years to receive Chapter 30 two-year education benefits.
