H.R. 5664, as amended
Specially Adapted Housing Plans Furnished by VA

Title:  To amend title 38, United States Code, to direct the Secretary of Veterans Affairs to update at least once every six years the plans and specifications for specially adapted housing furnished to veterans by the Secretary.

Mr. Rodriguez of Texas introduced H.R. 5664 on March 31, 2008

H.R. 5664, as amended, would:
1. Makes statutory requirement that the Secretary of the Department of Veterans Affairs furnish and update a handbook containing appropriate designs for specially adaptive housing every six years. 

2. Clarifies that such handbook contain new and unique disabilities, including vision impairments specific to the upper limbs and burn injuries.
3. Requires that the handbook be made at no cost to the veteran.

Effective Date:  Date of enactment

Cost:  CBO estimates that because VA currently provides veterans with such designs, the bill would have an insignificant effect on the budget.
